About our Day at Little Lambs Preschool… 
Circle Time: Circle Time is like a class meeting and consists of 
talking about the calendar, weather, and discussing what we may 
be learning about during the week.   
 

Creative Expression & Art Explorations: During this time, we 
explore a variety of art processes using a wide variety of art 
materials like crayons, watercolors, colored pencils, markers, 
chalk, and washable paints.  The main focus is having the children 
use the materials (the process), rather than the final outcome 
(the product). 
 

Learning Centers: Pretend play, table toys, free art, writing 
center, sensory & science, blocks and building.   
 

Snack: Parents will provide a USDA-approved snack and 100% 
juice for their child’s snack. 
 

Language and Literacy: Studies show there is a strong correlation 
between future success in school and reading to your child.  We 
will explore letters and their sounds through a variety of activities 
and stories.   
 

Story Time: By reading books aloud to children, we are enhancing 
visual, vocabulary, and listening skills.   
 

Gross Motor & Outdoors: We will be utilizing our fenced-in 
playground area often!  If the weather is uncooperative, we will 
utilize our time inside playing games that develop social skills, 
taking turns, and having fun! 
 

Field Trips: Planned trips away from the program may be used to 
enhance our learning opportunities.  Trip destinations may either 
be reached by walking or chartered school bus.
