Have a Plan at Home, Work, and When Away    

 In a home or building, move to a pre-designated 
shelter, such as a basement, and get under a 
sturdy table or the stairs.     

 If a basement is not available, move to a small     
interior room or hallway on the lowest floor and   
get under a sturdy table.  Put as many walls as 
possible between you and the storm.    

 Stay away from windows.    

 Do not try to outrun a tornado in your vehicle.       

 Mobile homes, offer little protection from              
tornadoes.  You should leave a mobile home and 
go to the designated storm shelter or the lowest 
floor of a sturdy nearby building.    

 When vacationing, always bring along a NOAA 
Weather Radio All Hazards and have a place        
of safety in mind in the event severe weather 
threatens.
